SECTION 1

GENERAL INFORMATION

For full information relative to THE ORDNANCE PROVISION SYSTEM, of which the Standard
Nomenclature List is a part, see the Introduction to the Ordnance Catalog (IOC), the Ordnance Provision
System Regulations (OPSR), and the Index to Ordnance Publications (OFSB 1-1). (See OFSB 1-8 for dis-

tribution of publications.)

THE STANDARD NOMENCLATURE LIST of Spare Parts and Equipment is divided into eight
sections. These are, besides this General Information Section:

Maintenance Parts Procurement List (Section 2)

Vehicular Spare Parts and Equipment List (Section 3)
Organizational Spare Parts and Equipment List (Section 4)
Ordnance Maintenance Unit Stockage List (Section 5)
Depot Stockage List (Section 6)

Geographical or Seasonal Maintenance Parts List (Section 7)
Indexes (Section 8)

MAINTENANCE PARTS PROCUREMENT LIST (Section 2)

This section lists all serviceable parts in the vehicle and also designates which of these parts were pro-
cured for maintenance of the vehicle. Column 6, Quantity Required Per Unit Assembly, shows the quantity
of each part on the vehicle used in the location for which the listing is given. Column 7, 12 Mos. Field Mainte-
nance, shows the quantity of each part that has been estimated to be required for the third and fourth echelons
for the maintenance of one hundred (100) vehicles for twelve months. These figures are exclusive of the quan-
tities estimated for Organization Maintenance Parts, which appear in Section 4. Column 8, Major Overhaul
(5th echelon), shows the quantity of each part that has been estimated to be required for fifth echelon mainte-
nance for one hundred (100) vehicles for twelve months. Column 9, Total First Year Procurement, shows the
quantity of each part procured for the total or complete maintenance by all echelons of one hundred (100)
vehicles for twelve months. Column 10, Estimated Requirements per 100 Rebuilds, shows the estimated
quantity of each part required to rebuild one hundred (100) vehicles.

Using troops performing first and second echelon maintenance may requisition those parts marked by
a 9, sign in Column 7 of Section 2. Those parts so marked which are not also listed in the Organizational
Maintenance Parts and Equipment List (Section 4) are to be requisitioned for replacement purposes only
when time and the tactical situation permit, and trained personnel and suitable tools are available. Normally
only those parts shown in Section 4 are carried by using troops for first and second echelon maintenance.

VEHICULAR SPARE PARTS AND EQUIPMENT LIST (Section 3)

This section lists all maintenance parts, accessories, equipment, common and special tools, supplies,
ammunition and sighting equipment that are carried in or on the vehicle. Also included are any other major
items that are issued with, and as an integral part of the vehicle. For example, the armament (guns and gun
mounts) is listed in this section, as well as the armament spare parts that are carried on the vehicle.

ORGANIZATIONAL SPARE PARTS AND EQUIPMENT LIST (Section 4)

This section lists all maintenance parts, accessories, common and spécial tools, equipment and supplies,
fire control equipment, applicable cleaning and preserving materials, required by, and authorized for using
troop organizations in connection with the use and maintenance of the vehicle. Column 6 through 13 in this
section show the estimated quantities of parts required by each company or regiment or separate battalion
to maintain the various quantities of the vehicle assigned to each respectively. The Organizational Accessories
shows the tool sets allocated to these organizations, the figures in the quantity column indicating the quantities
per tool set.

ORDNANCE MAINTENANCE UNIT STOCKAGE LIST (Section 5)

This section lists all maintenance parts, accessories, common and special tools, equipment and supplies
required to be carried by Ordnance Maintenance Units. The quantities of the parts shown are those required
for the maintenance of the various quantities of the vehicle on a basis of thirty (30) days field maintenance.
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DEPOT STOCKAGE LIST (Section 6)

‘This section 1s an explanation of the method to be used for determining the quantities of parts to be
stocked by Field, Base and Mobile Depots.

GEOGRAPHICAL OR SEASONAL MAINTENANCE PARTS LIST (Section 7)

This section consists of sub-divisions for each geographical location, season or particular terrain conditions.
Each sub-division contains a list of maintenance parts, accessories, common and special tools, equipment and
supplies, which, due to the peculiarities of the geographical location, season, or terrain condition, are required
to be carried in stock by Ordnance Maintenance Units in addition to the stockage prescribed in Section 5.
The quantities of parts shown in each sub-division are those of the additional items or additional quantities
(of the items in Section 5) required for the maintenance of one hundred (100) vehicles for twelve months within
the particular operating condition involved.

FEATURES OF THIS PUBLICATION

The following paragraphs explain various important details with which the user should be familiar for
proper understanding of the catalog and practices peculiar to this individual book.

STANDARDIZED GOVERNMENT GROUPING: The parts listed in this catalog are divided into
groups and sub-groups in accordance with the Standardized Government Grouping. This division into groups
facilitates the location and identification of each part. The Standardized Government Grouping as adapted
to this catalog is outlined on page 8.

ILLUSTRATIONS: Assembly views, exploded views and cross sectional drawings are used throughout
this catalog to aid the user in locating and identifying parts. All illustrations are placed as closely as possible
to the groups to which they apply. On each illustration or separate reference legend, the noun name, piece-
mark and appropriate group number of each part illustrated are given. This promotes the quick identification
of each part and accurate reference to the text for complete listing. Each illustration is identified by a figure
number and title and in Section 8, Indexes, in the back of the book, will be found an index of all figures and
the page on which they appear.

COMPONENTS OF KITS, SETS AND ASSEMBLIES: Whenever any doubt might exist as to what
items are included as components of kits, sets or assemblies, an explanatory note or complete listing of such
components is shown.

ATTACHING PARTS: Attaching parts such as bolts, nuts, rivets, screws and washers, etc., are indented
immediately following the parts which they attach. This promotes quick selectién of all parts to be requisitioned
for use in installing a bracket, generator, etc. Whenever two similar parts, having the same attaching parts,
such as right and left fenders are listed, they are placed one immediately following the other and the attaching
parts for both are covered by a single listing under the second part. The quantities shown for the attaching
parts are those necessary to attach both items.

STANDARD HARDWARE AND BULK MATERIAL: A complete resume of standard hardware and
bulk materials will be found in Group 23, Section 2. For these items, which are also listed throughout Section 2
for each place of use, the quantity required per unit assembly (Column 6) is shown only for each listing in the
various groups other than group 23 and the echelon breakdown (Columns 7, 8 and-9) is given only in group 23.

INDEXES: Particular attention is directed to the fact that all items are not included in all indexes.
This is covered by explanatory notes at the beginning of each index. Section 8 contains these indexes and in
this sequence: Illustrations, Alphabetical, Numerical (Ordnance Drawing Numbers, Manufacturers’ and
Vendors’ Part Numbers, and Official Stockage Numbers).

INTERCHANGEABILITY OF COMPONENTS: The engine, transmission, steering gear, clutch and
the differential of the rear axle are the same as or similar to the corresponding units installed in Tractor, Snow,
M7 (reviewed in SNL G194).

ORDERING PARTS, ITEM STOCK NUMBERS: All piece marks, item stock number and complete
nomenclature must be carefully included on the requisition when parts are ordered. This is extremely essential.
The prefix letter and number of the item stock number signifies only that the item was originally coded under
that major item and should not be interpreted as meaning that the part is used only with the one vehicle.
“This prefix continues unchanged when the item is listed again in catalogs for other vehicles in which it is used.

HOW TO FIND PARTS

" There are several ways to find any part quickly, using the various indexes, illustrations and standardized
government grouping. The following instructions and examples are given as a guide: '

a. If only the noun name and description of the part is known—
1. Turn to alphabetical index and locate the item by the noun name and description.

2. Turn to the group shown opposite the name. Group numbers appear on the upper outside corner
of each page.

3. Refer to the proper sub-heading under which the part. is listed and locate the part in alphabetical
order under the sub-heading. '

b. If only the location or function of the part in the vehicle is known—

1. Turn to the standardized government grouping list, page 8, and determine the number of the
group in which the part is most likely to be listed.

2. If found in the list, review the illustrations which apply to group or allied groups. When the proper
illustration is found, using the code letter, refer to the legend to determine the ordnance or manu-
facturers’ part number, description of the part, and group number.

3. Turn to the proper group and locate the part, either by part number or by description.

c. If only the item stock number of the part is known—
1. Refer to the item stock number index and locate the proper item stock number.

2. Turn to the group shown opposite the item stock number and locate the part.

d. If only the ordnance and or manufacturers’ number of the part is known—

1. Refer to the numerical index of ordnance and or manufacturers’ numbers and locate the proper

part number.

2. Turn to the group shown opposite the ordnance and or manufacturers’ part number and locate

the part.

For example: To find information on a brake shoe one may refer to the Standardized Government Grouping
List. Under the “Brake Group” major group 12, is listed sub-group 1200 ‘“Brake Assembly.” Turning to this
group in the catalog section of the brake shoes are found in alphabetical sequence. If some doubt exists as to
whether or not the correct shoe has been found, a check can be made against the illustration referred to in

the plate number column.

The shoe also could be found by referring to the alphabetical index under Shoe, brake. The same sub-group
reference is shown and by following the steps outlined in the paragraph above, the shoes are found under sub-

group 1201.
Another way of finding the shoe is to determine the sub-group in which the parts may be found and refer
to the illustrations which apply to that group. The part may be found on the illustration and part number,

noun name, and group number will be found in the legend.
